EHREN WATADA UPDATE: Legal Limbo Continues

Lt. Ehren Watada spoke truth to power in June of 2006 and has been awaiting justice ever
since. Watada refused to deploy to Iraq on the grounds that the Iraq war is illegal. He was
charged with a number of “offenses” and faced up to 7 years in jail. His U.S. Army court
martial in February 2007 ended in a mistrial.

Last October a federal judge said that Lt. Erhen Watada cannot be retried on the most serious
charges against him, because he is protected by the U.S. Constitution’s ban on double
jeopardy. “He dismissed the heart of their case,” Watada lawyer Jim Lobensz said. “We’re
very pleased. It's taken a long time.”

But the Army could appeal the judge’s decision and the lesser charges (regarding public
interviews Watada gave to reporters) still remain under consideration for possible trial or dismissal.

Given the pace so far, Watada could remain in this limbo for some time, unable to leave his desk job at Fort
Lewis, Washington or to leave the Army, even though his term of service ended a year ago.

Eric Seitz, Watada’s attorney in the February 2007 court-martial, told the Honolulu Star-Bulletin, “They ought to
let him resign. They aren’t going to win this and they ought to acknowledge that.”

Utilizing modes of popular education, Kyabaan connects womengs local conditions
with the national situation, linking with campaigns against exploitation and repression,
analyzing national and global issues. The Associationds regular leadership forums
empower women to share their own expertise on common themes of their lives. The
women build leadership skills and capacity for analysis, becoming comfortable in
training and sharing the tools with others.

Kyabaan is helping pave the way for genuine democratic
reforms where women are regarded as active players in
development and transformation processes. Workshop
participants have grown into successful community
art by Rini Templeton organizers and inspirational public speakers.

Kyabaan Association says our grant helped urban poor women become community
organizers. Their network is becoming stronger, more visible and dynamically
responsive to the realties of emerging women leaders. art by Rini Templeton

Hawaidi People®s Fund strives to maintain a level playing yeld. Since 1972 Hawaiéi and the Paciyc were the geographic areas for our
grantmaking. However, we realized our ability to have sufyciently broad outreach in fithe Paciyco was uneven at best. The Board of
Directors decided in August 2007 that all grants should be directed only towards groups here in Hawaioi.

Hallmarks of Hawaii People’s Fund grantmaking include flexible [
requirements and multiple networking opportunities with like-minded
groups and individuals. The technical assistance we offer goes beyond
dollars and cents: helping applicants frame their proposals; organizing
the annual Expo for Community Change; helping to spread the word and

showing up to lend support.

“It’s rare that funders get so involved with the groups they support.
We really appreciate that!” said one grantee recently. Grant dollars are
important. Hawai‘i People’s Fund backing involves more than money—
we explore creative ways to share a stake in building the progressive

movement in Hawaii.
